Assignment 1: Setting up and account on the MET CS Web Development Server (dee-webdev.bu.edu) and testing your environment
The MET CS Web Development Server (http://dee-webdev.bu.edu  or 128.197.101.34) contains the Java Enterprise Environment.  The software installed on the server and related documentation and tutorial pages are described in the Enterprise Java Lab home page (http://dee-webdev.bu.edu/index.html). The server has three partitions:

C: - system partition (10 GB, no software should be installed there)

D: - applications partition (25 GB) for all the software

E: - data partition (100 GB) – contains all users home directories, i.e. your directory is on E 
Your first assignment consists in setting up an account on the webdev server and testing your environment.  You do not have to turn anything in, and, of course, there is no grade on this assignment, but you should complete it by Friday, 9/18, in order to be ready for the following assignments which will be graded.

Obtaining an account: (disregard this section if you already have and account) 

· Send an e-mail request to Julia Burstein  at burstein@bu.edu 

· The subject line should read “Account on WebDev for CS 677”

· State your first and last name and your BU ID.

· You will receive a confirmation that your account has been created with 

User name <first-letter-of-first-name><last-name>, i.e Ada Lovelace’s account will be alovelace, and 
Password your BU ID number without U

· To access and work remotely on the server we recommend that you install and use TSclient 

· You can FTP to your directory using server name DEE-WEBDEV (128.197.101 34), get TSclient, and install it on your PC.

· Once you have TSclient installed, e-mail Julia Burstein  to enable "change password at next logon" option.

· When you start TSclient, a widow opens within Windows and allows you to work directly with on the server environment.

Testing the set up by deploying and running the Simple Server 

/Simple Client example discussed in class:

· FTP the SimpleServer.java file to your directory on webdev; compile and start SimpleServer;

· Make the necessary changes in SimpleClient to connect to the server and run the client;

· Change SimpleServer and SimpleClient toe EchoServer and EchoClient (see Example 3-2 in Horstman, Cornel) and test the application.
